Weekend Support for Distance Students

The A.T. Still University (ATSU) of the Health Sciences
campus in Mesa, Arizona, consists of three schools: the
Arizona School of Health Sciences (ASHS), the Arizona
School of Dentistry and Oral Health, and the School of
Osteopathic Medicine, Arizona. There are several allied
health programs in ASHS which offer online degrees, in-
cluding physical therapy, occupational therapy, and audi-
ology. There are approximately 1,500 ASHS distance stu-
dents, nearly the same as the residential students in all
three schools on the Arizona campus.

The original ATSU campus was established in Kirks-
ville, Missouri, over 100 years ago. They have two
schools: the Kirksville College of Osteopathic Medicine
and the School of Health Management. The two cam-
puses are working to become more unified. As part of that
effort, a new single web page that serves both campus
libraries was recently unveiled.

My job title at ATSU is Distance Support Librarian. |

The focus is on dis-
tance students, but residential students and faculty are
also accommodated.
